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About the Program

In an effort to encourage and support community service initiatives, G.W.A.V.A. will offer one (1) to three (3) grants of up to $200 each, each calendar year, for a G.W.A.V.A. agency to develop a new service project or program. Through the implementation of projects, G.W.A.V.A. will empower its members to develop new partnerships that will foster community service.

Activities to be supported

G.W.A.V.A. will support projects that promote community service initiatives. Examples include:
· Program support- funding which supports a new program that an agency hopes to initiate

· Awareness Day - event that focuses on educating community about agency=s cause
· Volunteer Training or Workshop - educational program that improves volunteers' abilities to serve communities 

Selection Criteria
· Project is clearly defined and can be completed within the timeframe of the grant. 
· Project will involve or have an impact on members of the Greater Williamsburg community. There is some plan to continue or replicate the project in the future.
· Grant allocation will be determined by members of G.W.A.V.A. executive committee or a committee designated by members of the executive committee


Eligibility and Terms of Grant
· Any current agency or individual member of G.W.A.V.A. is eligible to apply.  

· Grant applications be submitted starting January 1 and are due to G.W.A.V.A. no later than May 31.  Grants may be submitted on paper or electronically.  Submission details are on the application, below.

· Recipients will be selected by a Grants committee and notified on or after July 1.  Funds will be released to organizational accounts only on or soon after July 1. 
· Projects must be completed within twelve (12) months of receipt of grant.   
· Grantees will be required to submit a year-end report of expenditures, along with a brief program report within 90 days of the completed service project or as negotiated with G.W.A.V.A..  Grant recipients will be asked to present their projects and results (or anticipated results) at the annual December meeting.
